The KPA-CPA Annual Chapter Report is requested to be received by the Chairman – Chapter Presidents Alliance, or his / her assigns, by December 31 of the reporting year, and required by no later than January 31 of the following year.  The report may be submitted electronically or by regular mail.

The Distinguished Chapter Awards will be awarded annually for the period starting January 1st and ending December 31st of the applicable reporting year.  These Awards and recognition will typically be made at the next USMMA KPA-CPA, Inc. Conference scheduled following the qualification period.

All USMMA KP Alumni Chapters are requested to submit a report annually, regardless of participation in the DCA Qualification Program or award qualification level.
